� Quick Contract as a method of award indicates that the contract is valued at less than the threshold set for pre-audit.  On April 10, 2006 State Finance Law Section 112 was amended to increase the contract review threshold from $15,000 to $50,000; however the threshold for reporting in Article 11 of the State Finance Law did not change from $15,000.   The Office of the State Comptroller (OSC) is unable to report on contracts between $15,000 and $50,000 except to the extent that agencies follow the convention of using a “T” prefix for numbering contracts valued up to $50,000.  These “T” contracts are included in the Quick Contract method of award data.





� A large percentage of these contracts are grant contracts that are coded as a sole source to indicate a non-competitive selection. Thirty-one percent (31%) of the SFY 2011 sole source contracts were Legislative Initiatives. 
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
